e The church celebrates the Feast of the appearance of the Honorable

Cross of our Lord on Thursday, September 27th, by praying the Holy
Mass from 8 to 10 am.

Why didn’t our Savior die by any way other than the cross?

St. Athanasius answers saying:

a) It is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree” (Gal 3 :13). Thus, if
He came to bear our curse, how else could He do so unless He received the
death set for a curse?

b) It is only on a cross that a man dies with outstretched arms. Here, again, we
see the suitability of His death on the cross. It was as such that He might draw
His ancient people and the Gentiles and join them both together in Himself, “If
I am lifted up from earth | will draw all people unto Myself.” (Jn 12:32)

¢) The cross provides a death in the air, which is the sphere of the devil, the
enemy of our race — “according to the prince of power of the air, the spirit who
now works in the sons of disobedience” (Eph 2:2). — Our Lord came to
overthrow the devil and purify the air and open a path for us to heaven this was
accomplished by His death being lifted up in the air — “I saw Satan fall like
lightning from heaven.” (Lk 10:18)

d) By the death on the cross His body was kept whole fulfilling the prophecy
(Jn 19:33; Ex 12:46). — No bones of His body were broken as a strong evidence
of the oneness of the Church, which is His Body (Col 1:24) thus, leaving no
excuse to the heretics who cause schism and divisions.
